“JEWISH EVENING OF LOVE” features two national experts

Event includes interactive learning about Jewish approaches to love and sexuality,  

along with food, dancing and music for the mood 

DENVER -  June 3, 2010 -  Local Jewish outreach organization, Judaism Your Way (JYW), is hosting a “Jewish Evening of Love” for all adults, single and partnered, on Sunday, July 25 from 

5:30-10:30 p.m. at the Butterfly Pavilion in Broomfield.  Nationally acclaimed authors and speakers, Jay Michaelson and Rabbi Tirzah Firestone, will lead interactive learning sessions on “Sacred Sexuality” and “The Power of Yearning.”


“The Jewish Evening of Love will introduce people to the unique, inspiring and even surprising ways Judaism celebrates and encourages love relationships,” said Rabbi Brian Field of JYW.  “Love has many powerful and playful expressions in Jewish culture and spirituality.  We look forward to engaging in the exchange of lots of good information, food, fun and the chance to learn with two outstanding Jewish teachers.”


Jay Michaelson is a writer, scholar, and activist whose work addresses the intersections of Judaism, sexuality, spirituality, and law.  In December 2009, he was identified as one of the 50 most influential Jews in America. His books include Everything is God (2009), Another Word for Sky: Poems (2007), and God in Your Body: Kabbalah, Mindfulness, and Embodied Spiritual Practice (2006). He has written over 200 articles, and is a columnist for Tikkun, The Forward, and Reality Sandwich magazines. In addition to his writing, Michaelson is the executive director of Nehirim, a national nonprofit organization which builds community for GLBT Jews, partners, and allies.


Rabbi Tirzah Firestone, M.A. is an author, psychotherapist, and spiritual leader of Congregation Nevei Kodesh in Boulder, Colorado. Widely known for her groundbreaking work on the re-integration of the feminine wisdom tradition within Judaism, Rabbi Firestone lectures and teaches throughout the United States on spirituality, meditation, and the integration of 
ancient mystical wisdom into contemporary life.  The story of Rabbi Firestone's personal spiritual quest is chronicled in her dramatic memoir, With Roots In Heaven: One Woman’s Passionate Journey into the Heart of Her Faith (Plume: 1998).  Rabbi Firestone’s latest work, The Receiving: Reclaiming Jewish Women’s Wisdom (Harper San Francisco: 2003), has been hailed as the “non-fiction companion to Anita Diamant’s The Red Tent.”
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Participants in the “Jewish Evening of Love” will experience food based on such sources as descriptions of the Garden of Eden and in the poetry of the Song of Songs. Other activities will include the often powerful experience of Sacred Dancing with Eyal Rivlin and a lively late night “Love Cabaret” featuring music by Carla Sciaky and Bat Kol along with poetry performance.  Included with the cost of the event is the opportunity to tour the Rain Forest at the Butterfly Pavilion between 5 and 6 p.m.
